How does one prepare for the shocking news that you have been diagnosed with breast cancer? The answer is simple: you don’t. When you have been told you have breast cancer the days that follow can be overwhelming once you begin to understand how many decisions must be made. 

As you explore your options, you will quickly find that there is no answer book. However, we are lucky that there are many options available for women with breast cancer – some of which include clinical trials. 

Right now, your doctor is looking for women who have chosen to try chemotherapy before undergoing surgery to participate in a nationwide clinical study.

If you are interested in learning more about this study talk to your doctor or ask to speak with a clinical research coordinator at your institution.

This study is open to women who:

· Have enrolled in the CALGB Correlative Science trial 150007

· Receive neoadjuvent chemotherapy

· Are not currently pregnant

As a participant you will undergo three (3) MRI/MRS exams at different timepoints. In addition, you may be asked to volunteer to undergo an additional MRI/MRS exam. Mammograms and core biopsies will be performed on all participants, while the use of ultrasound will be left to your doctor’s discretion.
