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Publications Committee Review


The lead author must submit the abstract and Abstract Review Form (ARF) to the Publications Committee via � HYPERLINK "mailto:publications@acrin.org" ��publications@acrin.org� at least 14 days prior to the scientific society’s deadline.





If ACRIN results are to be presented, a presentation script (talk copy) with tables also must be included along with the ARF. 





Publications Committee chair sends comments to HQ publications at � HYPERLINK "mailto:publications@acrin.org" ��publications@acrin.org�. HQ publications forwards the comments to the lead author.














Abstract or Poster Not Accepted


Lead author notifies the Publications Committee via � HYPERLINK "mailto:publications@acrin.org" ��publications@acrin.org�. 





An abstract can only be submitted to the meeting for which it was approved.  To submit to an alternative meeting, the author must submit a new request to the Publications Committee.

Abstract and Poster Proposals and Presentation Invitations


A member of the trial team may propose submission of an abstract or poster.  Persons not on a trial team who have contributed to protocol development or implementation–or other ACRIN research activities–are invited to initiate a proposal as well.





Consideration also will be given to investigators invited to present ACRIN data at a special meeting or event.





Authors and presenters should obtain approval of the trial principal investigator and trial team prior to beginning work.








Data Request


For publications and presentations requiring data, requests should be made to the Biostatists Center at least 60 days in advance of the date needed to ensure data delivery.  
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
